When the kill switch is
activated, the outboard main engine must stop running immediately. However, kill switches are not required
with hand operated engines unless equipped with one when manufactured.

2. Boat operator must show proof of valid registration.

3. US Coast Guard approved life jackets are required for each person in boat. Life jackets must be worn and
fastened while main engine is in use.
